(1) How long have you known the applicant? In what capacity? 
 
(2) How does the applicant stand when compared with other recent students in your department or 

laboratory? How would you rank the applicant in overall ability and achievement among the stu-
dents you have taught or directed in research? It is common for those writing letters of recommen-
dation to state that the applicant is the best or among the very best students the writer has had, so it 
is useful for the reviewers to have concrete examples of your high regard. 

 
(3) Please comment in detail on the applicant’s academic work in the sciences, engineering, or 

mathematics. If relevant, please comment on his or her work in the laboratory. How has that work 
demonstrated the applicant’s intellectual leadership, talent, creativity, and dedication? 

 
(4) Please comment on the applicant’s personal characteristics. How do you think he or she will adjust 

to the challenges of a new academic and social setting? Churchill Scholars are known not solely 
for their exceptional academic talents but also for their contributions to the athletic, dramatic, mu-
sical, or social life at Churchill College. How would the applicant represent your institution and 
the United States at Churchill College?
